Specifications:

1.
All Hydrofluosilicic Acid must meet AWWA Standard B703-00.  Vendor must supply a current and complete Material Safety Data Sheet (MSDS) before making their first delivery.

2.
An affidavit is required from the manufacturer or vendor that the Hydrofluosilicic Acid furnished under the purchaser's (City of Everett) order complies with all applicable requirements of the AWWA Standard B703-00, any specific requirements of the City of Everett, and the standards of the Washington State Department of Health.  All additive products used by public water systems must meet the requirements of either of the following two alternatives:

a.
Product acceptability shall be established under the applicable ANSI/NSF Standard (60 or 61) and be certified to that effect by an ANSI accredited listing agency, OR;

b.
Product shall have appeared on the final (May 8, 1989) USEPA advisory listing entitled, "Report on Acceptable Drinking Water Additives".

3.
The liquid Hydrofluosilicic Acid shall be potable water treatment grade and contain not less than 23% and not more than 30% H2SiF6 by weight.  The material supplied shall conform to AWWA Standard B703-00, Section 4.

4.
The vendor's agent (truck driver) shall provide samples for the plant operator according to AWWA Standard B703-97, Section 5.1.  The plant operator will provide the sampling containers.

5.
Each liquid Hydrofluosilicic Acid shipment is to be accompanied by a report of an analysis (COA) for the amount of H2SiF6 in each shipment as per the AWWA Standard B703-00, Section 5.  This analysis shall include percent H2SiF6 by weight

6.
If the bidder's product is unsatisfactory, but was inadvertently placed into the facilities system prior to rejection and subsequently causes physical damage or extra clean-up cost, the City will either 1) be reimbursed for any associated cost, or 2) a new supplier will be engaged.  Any equipment damage, down time, labor charges, fines, or any other costs resulting from defective material will be assumed by the supplier.

The City shall retain two composite samples (obtained as per item 4) from each shipment for a minimum of 30 days.  The vendor agrees the contents of the samples fairly represent the quality of the product delivered in that shipment.  Upon awarding of Bid, the vendor will supply the City with the name of a local independent laboratory mutually acceptable to both City and vendor capable of performing the required analyses.  When analysis shows the vendor's product to be in violation of one or more of these specifications, the City may require of the vendor one or more of the following: 1) remove or pay for removal of the product in question, 2) reimburse the City for the cost of cleaning up the chemical feed system and the affected portion of the City's water distribution system, 3) pay for chemical analyses, 4) have bid contract terminated.

Shipment and Delivery
The vendor shall be notified at least 96 hours in advance of required delivery date of material.  The vendor must notify the Everett Filter Plant operator at (425) 257-8200, 24 hours in advance of actual expected delivery time.  Deliveries will be made Monday through Friday, between 8:00 a.m. and 5:00 p.m.  Deliveries will not be accepted on weekends or holidays except by prior agreement between the vendor and the plant operator.

Delivery shall be in trailers dedicated solely to hauling liquid Hydrofluosilicic Acid.

All deliveries shall be made to the City of Everett Water Filtration Plant, which is located at 6133 Lake Chaplain Road, Sultan, Washington 98260. (Approximately 10 miles northeast of Monroe, Washington).  Late delivery is grounds for severance of contract.  Prices quoted for these specifications shall be FOB destination and include handling and unloading charges.

Quantities

Hydrofluosilicic Acid bulk shipments of approximately 4,000 to 5,000 gallons will be required.  Vendor must be able to provide a continuing supply, as required by the City of Everett.

Unloading Conditions

The vendor’s truck/trailer is required to be fitted with a mechanical filter assembly. The recommended size is a 30-micron mesh size fibrous filter in the filter cartridge that is compatible with Liquid Hydroflousilicic Acid. The vendor is required to “filter” the Liquid Hydroflousilicic Acid during the un-loading process and prior to the transfer of the product into the facilities receiving storage tank.

The truck/trailer shall be equipped for unloading to storage pneumatically.  The purchaser will provide compressed air of a minimum 30 psi.  The tractor/trailer is to be equipped for connection to a 3-inch bolted and gasketed flange for off-load.  
The vendor shall promptly clean up any acid spilled during the unloading process.
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
